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Being in Jesus' Family
"Come on, Mom, church is over! Let's go already!" Maybe this scene has played out in your church—or even in your family? 

The family is kept waiting while one member lingers over a conversation with someone else at church. Why? Because that conversation is important!

Similarly, Jesus is in the midst of important teaching when his mother and brothers come looking for him. But he refuses to stop for them because what he is doing is important. It is so important that he elevates those around him by calling them his mother and brothers and sisters.

We too share in this important identity. Through Jesus' life, death, and resurrection, which reconcile us to God, and through God claiming us as beloved children in our baptism, we are Jesus' brothers and sisters.

We are family to one another as well—bound together through 

our kinship in Christ. We carry this identity with us into our daily lives. We are gathered in worship but then are sent on our mission to love and serve others in Jesus' name in all we do and say. 

In our homes and schools, in our work and play, we are living representatives of Jesus—bearing his love in our words and in 

our actions.

It is a tall order to live with that kind of intentionality. How can 

we sustain it? We draw strength from gathering with our brothers and sisters in Christ and from the provision of word and sacrament when we come together. So this spiritual family—even when it confounds those we love—is important in our lives as we are gathered and sent as Jesus' brothers and sisters for the sake of the world.
