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Vision Adjustment
Being sent out can be scary and exciting at the same time. It can be scary because of the fear of the unknown—we don't know what will happen or how we will be received when we go. But getting sent out can be exciting too, because of the chance to do something new, to encounter new people. And when that new thing we are sent to do pans out and the new people we are sent to reach are receptive, it can be outright thrilling!
What luck that the disciples were given detailed instructions to help them navigate the challenges and maximize their success! Jesus told them what to take, what to wear, who to go with, what work to do, and when to stay or go. But these instructions aren't meant for all of Jesus' followers in all circumstances.
Nonetheless, we as followers of Christ are all sent. We don't just stay huddled up with Jesus. We gather for worship and fellowship, for word and sacrament, but then we are sent to live out our faith in our daily lives.
Our ministries in daily life are as varied as we are. Some of us spend a lifetime testing different ideas about how best to be Jesus' sent ones in the world. It would be nice to know all the details about exactly what Jesus wants us to do. In the absence of a comprehensive plan from on high, we can be sure that both the risks and rewards of being sent will always be true for us. We draw strength from our God, from our gathering around the word and the meal, and then are sent out to serve others in all we do and say.

Second Reading: 2 Corinthians 12:2–10
A A reading from Second Corinthians.

Christians do not boast of their own accomplishments. Rather, Christian boasting 
focuses attention on how the power of Christ is present in our lives, especially in 
times of weakness and vulnerability. No matter what our circumstances in life, 
Christ's grace is sufficient for us.

2I know a person in Christ who fourteen years ago was caught up to the third heaven — whether in the body or out of the body I do not know; God knows.  3And I know that such a person — whether in the body or out of the body I do not know; God knows —  4was caught up into Paradise and heard things that are not to be told, that no mortal is permitted to repeat.  5On behalf of such a one I will boast, but on my own behalf I will not boast, except of my weaknesses.  6But if I wish to boast, I will not be a fool, for I will be speaking the truth. But I refrain from it, so that no one may think better of me than what is seen in me or heard from me,  7even considering the exceptional character of the revelations. Therefore, to keep me from being too elated, a thorn was given me in the flesh, a messenger of Satan to torment me, to keep me from being too elated.  8Three times I appealed to the Lord about this, that it would leave me,  9but he said to me, "My grace is sufficient for you, for power is made perfect in weakness." So, I will boast all the more gladly of my weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may dwell in me.  10Therefore I am content with weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions, and calamities for the sake of Christ; for whenever I am weak, then I am strong.
