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The Gospel According to Leftovers
In some cultures, a "clean plate" indicates the dinner guest is still hungry. A dutiful host then will continue to refill the plate until finally the guest leaves some food uneaten to indicate fullness.

Could this way of thinking be why such a point is made of there being so much left over in the story of Jesus feeding five thousand people in today's gospel? Five loaves and two fish fed thousands 

of people to complete fullness, and there remained twelve baskets of food that they were too full to eat!

But could there be a deeper implication about those leftovers? 

It is noteworthy that this text makes mention of the Jewish Passover (John 6:4). Readers may recall God's provision of 

manna in the wilderness for the Israelites. And here is yet 

another miraculous and abundant provision of bread.

Jesus himself urges the disciples to "Gather up the fragments left over, so that nothing may be lost" (John 6:12). What does it mean to carefully gather the leftovers except that there might be need of them? Could this be evidence of Jesus' concern for the provision not just for the children of Israel, but for the children of all nations?

Indeed, Jesus' body was broken and his blood poured out for the sake of the whole world. The generosity of his provision of himself for us is abundant with plenty to go around. There is more than enough Jesus for all to be filled to satisfaction. As we gather to receive Christ's body and blood in communion, we are nourished for our part in sharing through word and deed the good news of God's provision to all the world.

Though there is not enough food to go around, Elisha trusts God, who provides 
enough and even more to satisfy the need.
42A man came from Baal-shalishah, bringing food from the first fruits to the man of God: twenty loaves of barley and fresh ears of grain in his sack. Elisha said, "Give it to the people and let them eat."  43But his servant said, "How can I set this before a hundred people?" So he repeated, "Give it to the people and let them eat, for thus says the LORD, 'They shall eat and have some left.'"  44He set it before them, they ate, and had some left, according to the word of the LORD.

Now there was a great deal of grass in the place; so they sat down, about five thousand in all.  11Then Jesus took the loaves, and when he had given thanks, he distributed them to those who were seated; so also the fish, as much as they wanted.  12When they were satisfied, he told his disciples, "Gather up the fragments left over, so that nothing may be lost."  13So they gathered them up, and from the fragments of the five barley loaves, left by those who had eaten, they filled twelve baskets.  14When the people saw the sign that he had done, they began to say, "This is indeed the prophet who is to come into the world."


 15When Jesus realized that they were about to come and take him by force to make him king, he withdrew again to the mountain by himself.


 16When evening came, his disciples went down to the sea,  17got into a boat, and started across the sea to Capernaum.
