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Peter Thapa Magar arrived at the

orphanage of Maybert School when

he was just two years old. His father

had passed away and his mother

and grandparents were unable to

care for him and his three older

brothers.

Maybert was founded in 2002 as a

Christian school to provide educa-

tion for children from varying back-

grounds, including children who are

without parents, like Peter. Through

an ELCA World Hunger grant, 

Maybert and a network of Christian schools in Nepal are able to provide scholarships for children and provide training for teachers to improve the quality of education at the schools. In a country where poverty is still pervasive, where the caste system controls people’s lives, and where opportunities for education and work, are limited, this school is making a strong difference starting with children.

Peter is now in preschool. Shabina Thapa Kayastha, principal of Maybert, says Peter is doing well. “He is a self-disciplined child. In comparison to the other children, he started his schooling a little late, but he’s improving his studies. He’s an enthusiastic child. He likes to play football. And he says he wants to drive a bulldozer when he grows up.”
