OLD TESTAMENT READING: Genesis 15:1-12, 17-18 
God promises a childless and doubting Abram that he will have a child, that his descendants will be as numerous as the 
stars, and that the land of Canaan will be their inheritance. Abram’s trust in God is sealed with a covenant-making 
ceremony, a sign of God’s promise. 
A reading from Genesis. 

1After these things the word of the LORD came to Abram in a vision, “Do 

not be afraid, Abram, I am your shield; your reward shall be very great.” 
2But Abram said, “O Lord GOD, what will you give me, for I continue 

childless, and the heir of my house is Eliezer of Damascus?” 3And Abram 

said, “You have given me no offspring, and so a slave born in my house is 

to be my heir.” 4But the word of the LORD came to him, “This man shall 

not be your heir; no one but your very own issue shall be your heir.” 5He 

brought him outside and said, “Look toward heaven and count the stars, 

if you are able to count them.” Then he said to him, “So shall your 

descendants be.”

  12As the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram, and a 

deep and terrifying darkness descended upon him. 

  17When the sun had gone down and it was dark, a smoking fire pot and 

a flaming torch passed between these pieces. 18On that day the LORD 

made a covenant with Abram, saying, “To your descendants I give this 

land, from the river of Egypt to the great river, the river Euphrates.”

WEEKLY LENTEN SERVICES from 7:15 – 7:45 PM. 

Our weekly Lenten Service this year will include portions of Holden 

Evening Prayer and a video that focuses on being a Witness At The Cross. 

These videos are presented by Amy-Jill Levine, Professor of New 

Testament and Jewish Studies at Hartford Seminary.  Professor Levine 

reminds us that the story of Jesus’ death is something we do not just read: 

we are meant to experience it.  In each Witness at the Cross video, she 

takes us by the hand and walks with us through the story, pausing 

alongside each of the characters to see and hear and feel how they 

individually experienced it, how each was affected by it. This is not just a fresh retelling of the 

Crucifixion narrative: it is a remarkably personal immersion and participation in the 

narrative.  Professor Levine breaks open new dimensions and possibilities of the story’s 

meaning for all of us. Each week we will meet a new witness.  These are the witnesses we will 

encounter: 

March 16 – The Other Victims 

March 23 – The Soldiers 

March 30 – The Beloved Disciple 

April 6 – The Women
